Create/edit your “.profile” or “.bashrc” file to establish a greeting such that when you login to your Sciris account you will see a line like “Hello [username] today is [today’s date/time]”. Read “about Login” on our web page for more info about .profile and .bashrc

Establish an “alias” so that you can use the command “dir” to list all files in the current directory in long form, one page at a time. Also setup aliases so that the ‘cp’ and ‘mv’ commands will prompt you before overwriting an existing file. Read “about Login” on our web page for more info about aliases. 

Change your command prompt so that it looks to your liking. As an example, it could contain the name or lop-level of your current directory, and maybe your username. Check, for example, the web site http://www.kb.indiana.edu/data/abee.html to get you started on that.
Write a shell script checkUser that takes as input one user name and shows when that user last logged in (note that the command ‘last’ will return a list of everyone recently logged in). Make sure that the program produces an error message when used without input name.
