Please complete this assignment in as professional a manner as possible and return to me no later than the day of our final exam.

Suppose you are working for a health insurance company as a risk assessment analyst. Your supervisor asks you for a recommendation whether to charge different health insurance premiums to men and women, or whether to charge the same amount. You decide to use cholesterol levels as an indicator for a person’s risk of developing heart disease in the future. People with higher cholesterol levels have a higher risk of heart disease and should therefore pay higher health insurance.
You search the web for some data and you find a report from the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, National Center for Health Statistics, which conducted a study recording a number of health-related measurements for a sample of 80 randomly selected men and women. That data includes the sex and cholesterol level for the respondents. You can find a link to the data on the web page for this class.
Based on this sample, create a report for your supervisor that recommends whether to charge different health insurance premiums to men and women. Write a professional report, using the appropriate statistical tool(s) to justify your recommendation.
Hint:
It might be a good idea to base your recommendation, for the most part, on a “difference of means” statistical test.
