speaking, reading and writing with the help of classroom practice and drills, reinforced
by audio-visual materials and exercises.

and have a speaking vocabulary sufficient to communicate in a simple manner
with some degree of rhetorical skill;

pronounce in an intelligible fashion and handle elementary constructions
accurately even if not entirely in control of grammar;

make phone calls, give directions, greet and say goodbye to friends, and discuss
subjects such as food, sports, the weather, bodily activities and parts;

grasp in some detail the cultural and historical background involved in the study
of French; and

appreciate the cultural and historical underpinnings of materials studied.

Classroom activities: 2 classes per week (on Tuesdays and Thursdays) which will
include:

1. introduction of new materials and discussion of vocabulary and grammatical
features presented in the lesson under consideration;

2. reading of texts by the students in class which will be used to create dialogues

between students and the instructor;

discussion of students” homework exercises and review of common problems; and

4. drills on vocabulary, grammatical features and sentence patterns introduced using
a variety of techniques — such as repetition, question and answer and guided use
of paradigms — to create spontaneous conversation between the students and role

playing.

Language Laboratory Activities 4 hours per week, which will include:

1. listening to cassette tapes (or CDs) of the lesson (this may be done outside the lab
at the students’ convenience);

using available interactive computer software developed for each lesson;

viewing available videos developed for each lesson;

using programs on the Internet to develop reading skills; and

studying micro-tutorials (available in the lab).
