2.  From your title, develop a thesis statement which will serve as a


     controlling idea or a basis for your argument as a part of your


     introduction.  Include the authors' full names and their texts you


     intend to use to support your views.





3. Start each paragraph with a topic sentence and develop it with clear              


    explanations that relate to your thesis statement, using only details


    which contribute to your points.   End each paragraph with a


    strong concluding sentence that reinforces the topic sentence.





4. Use quotations to illustrate points already made in your own words 


    and cite the author's last name and the page number in parentheses  


    immediately following the quoted material. 





5.  Provide a Works Cited page in MLA format with entries in 


     alphabetical order.





6.  Proofread your essay carefully to correct all surface errors.
