Essay 4 Topics

Choose ONE of the following topics and write a well-developed and focused essay of 3-4 pages, using references from any TWO or THREE of these text essays, or any other relevant text essay from chapters 5 and 6 of Reading Culture by Diana George and John Trimbur: “Clothes Make the Man” by Marjorie Garber, “Dress for Success” by John Molloy, “Style in Revolt: Revolting Style” by Dick Hebdige, and “Malls, Power, and Resistance” by John Fiske.   Provide in-text citations and a Works Cited page in MLA format.
1. Write an essay that compares and contrasts Hebdige’s and Molloy’s analyses of style.  What do you think they might agree on?  In what ways do their perspectives differ?  Whose views do you find more objective and acceptable and why?

Shopping malls are open invitations to trickery and tenacity.  The youths who turn them into their meeting places, or who trick the security guards by putting alcohol into some, but only some, soda cans, are not actually behaving any differently from lunch hour shoppers who browse through the stores, trying on goods, consuming and playing with images, with no intention to buy.
