1. With reference to Margaret Atwood’s “Happy Endings,” discuss EITHER  the plot pattern of HATE – CRIME – REVENGE  OR
that of HATE – CRIME – RECONCILIATION, using examples from at least THREE different sources of works including films studied in this course.

   2.  Explore the different images of death depicted in Anton Chekhov’s 
        “The Death of a Civil Servant,” Yukio Mishima’s “Patriotism,”   

        and S. E. Hinton’s The Outsiders.  How are some of the images 

        reminiscent of September 11, 2001’s tragedy in the United States?

  3.  Examine the similarities and differences in the protagonists’ efforts

       to deal with racial problems in the film, Terry Kay’s The Runaway

       and the short story, “The Man Who Was Almost a Man,” by

       Richard Wright, predicting what could happen to Sonny and Dave 

       after leaving home.
