Drama Research Paper Topic

What aspects of the play, Hamlet, Prince of Denmark, by William Shakespeare are most relevant to today’s society?  What values does the play most seriously question, most rigorously criticize, and most generously support?  According to some critics, Hamlet is the greatest of all the plays written by Shakespeare.  What are some of its accomplished aspects?  How does this classical play compare and contrast with a contemporary play, Trifles, by Susan Glaspell?
Use the library instruction and class research guidelines to carry out a research and write a research paper of 5-7 pages on the above topic.  Refer to TWO-THREE sources from the textbook, TWO-THREE from the library, and TWO from the Internet.  Provide accurate MLA in-text citations and Works Cited page entries, and proofread carefully.
DAILY SCHEDULE

Monday: Mar. 29: Review the graded poetry paper.  Discussion on the highlights of the play, Hamlet, and the aspects that are most relevant to today’s society.
Homework: Prepare notes from your reading for class discussion on values that Hamlet and Trifles question, criticize and support. Blend in the dramatic qualities of both plays.
Wednesday: Mar. 31: Group discussions on homework values, research topic, research thesis, and dramatic qualities.
Homework: Prepare presentation summary of the research draft, title, thesis, elements of drama, and references.

Monday: April 5: Class presentation.  Hand in your summary before presentation.

Homework: Complete your research draft with accurate in-text citations and Works Cited page entries.
Wednesday: April 7: Research draft due in class: To be graded during Easter Break.

Homework: Extensive research on the aspects of Hamlet and Trifles that qualify them as the best plays produced by Shakespeare and Glaspell.
Wednesday: April 14: Review the graded research draft, and incorporate the homework points and references.  Portfolio and rewrites of fiction and poetry essays due in class.
Homework: Revise the graded draft into an enhanced and better-developed mid-process draft.

Monday: April 19: Class editing of some mid-process drafts projected on the screen as samples, followed by individual proofreading, focusing on sentence structures, punctuation, MLA in-text citations and Works Cited page entries.

Homework:  Revise the mid-process draft thoroughly into as impressive research paper.
Wednesday: April 21: Drama Research Paper due in class as follows:
