Using maps, External links and library reference materials find out which type of farm is best suited for each county in our state.(USDA- SCS State Soil geographic database-Consult Rutgers University )

Ask students to bake a 9 inch by 13 inch cake and use toothpicks to trace around the county template they have researched. Have one student bake a similar cake for the key

Assemble each county on a large table covered with a plastic table cloth or cardboard covered in aluminum foil. Have each student place their county in its correct position in the map.

Have each student who researched the county help to place decorations like those in the key on their county. 

Use icing to put in rivers and other natural features of our state.
