Your binder should include the following sections separated by dividers:

A. Table of Contents

B. Introduction to the unit 
What is the unit about? Designed for whom? How many lessons are in the unit? How long will unit take to teach? Include a rationale as to its development…why did you choose to develop this unit about this topic? Is there a hole in the current curriculum that this unit attempts to fill?

C. Getting Started
What is the primary objective? Does teacher need to have specific competencies to teach this unit? What is the extent of technology use? Offer suggestions for unit use (can specific lessons be used separately), include the name of the file the teacher should start with and where it is found on the CD.

D. Unit Plan

a. Contextual Statement (Audience Description, Theories of Learning, Developmental Stages, Social Forces)

b. Broad Unit Goals (What are you teaching in this unit?)

c. Include an outline of all the lessons in your unit plan and the final unit project. Put an asterisk next to the two fully developed lessons and indicate its meaning at the bottom of the page

d. Standards Addressed in Unit (List all and tell how each one relates)

e. Materials Needed for Unit/Lessons (List and describe)

f. Equipment Needed for Unit/Lessons  (List and describe)
g. Any special classroom modifications
h. Rationale for your selection of your technology tools used 
i. Assessments for Unit/Lessons – Describe and give rationale
j. Formative peer assessment tool
k. Project Planning for Unit (Task/Timeline Chart) (See Moursund, Chapter 5)
l. Copy of the Learning Styles Inventory that you selected for your audience (blank one)
