Special Projects in Technology

Course Description:
Students develop technology-based projects using new and emerging technologies. The instructional design process is employed throughout the development of the project. Project content is related to student’s field of study. 
Rationale:
As computers become a greater part of our daily lives both in and out of the classroom, the need to understand technology-based projects is important. In order to completely utilize the educational resources available today, candidates must be able to design, explain, and assist students in effectively using technology-based projects. This course allows the student to develop a research project in an area of interest advanced during previous course work or through life experience. It attempts to further a collegial atmosphere and the sharing of knowledge with other advanced level students through the mutual sharing of projects during their formative and summative development.

Course Content:
This course will explore the history of technology in the classroom, including the development of interactive software, multimedia based lessons and how technology can be intertwined into the modern curriculum.  Software packages such as Word, PowerPoint, Excel and Director will be presented, and lessons that include technology will be designed. Techniques to critique and assess technology based product will be discussed, and well as design strategies for presenting technology based projects.
