Your Laptop

As provided by Seton Hall. Make sure it is in perfect working order.
Access to the Internet

Automatic if you are on campus through the wireless connection. Access from home would be useful but is not required.

Access to Blackboard

Point your web browser to http://setonhall.blackboard.com/ and provide your standard username and password (as for checking your SHU mail).
Access to the Class web page

Access to a Linux System

Linux is an operating system that provides a free alternative to Microsoft Windows. A large number of “server” computers run Linux, but it is getting more popular for desktop computers. You can run Linux in the Math/CS lab in AS.

Your own “Web Account”

Fill out the form as indicated. In a few days you will receive a (probably cryptic) email message, saying your account is ready and telling you the password for that account. Make sure to save that email message.
