Unix Tasks
Below is a group of tasks you should be able to do, using your departmental Unix account.
1. Simple File Creation/Permission Tasks

Create a text file containing the lyrics to your favorite song. Make sure that the file has the .txt extension. Then create a directory named “Songs” and mark that directory as “readable” by everyone.

Finally, move the text file created before in the Songs directory and mark the file as “readable” by everyone.

2. Creating a Personal Web Page

To create your own personal web page on Sciris, you need to create a directory named public_html in your home directory and ensure that the directory is readable by everyone. Then put a file named "index.html", readable by everyone, into that directory, containing HTML code such as the following:

<h1>My Web Page</h1>

This is my own web page

</html>

Make sure to check your web page by looking at http://www.cs.shu.edu/~username/

3. Linking existing Information into your Web Page

Background: The Unix command ln creates a "symbolic link". For example:

ln –s ExistingName NameOfLink

will create a new entry NameOfLink that refers to the file (or directory) ExistingName.

Task: Switch to the public_html directory created in step 2 and create a symbolic link to the Songs directory created in step 1 inside public_html. Why would you do that?
4. Finding Information

Somewhere on the hard disk of our machine is a file called passwd, containing the name of all users defined on this system. Find the location of this file.

Once you find the location of the file, determine if there is a user whose last name is Borowski, and find the home directory for that user.
5. Setting your Environment
Determine which shell you are using by default. Edit the corresponding login shell script so that:
· You define a command named "dir" that lists the complete contents of a directory in long format, one page at a time
· You modify the "rm" and the "mv" command so that they ask for confirmation by default

· You get a personal greeting when you login, including today's time and date

· Your command prompt is prefaced by today's date

Advanced Task

A user who visits your home page on this server should see the correct date on your welcome page. You can not use Javascript or Java or any other scripting language; your index.html file can only include static text.
